In the article he
turns everyday riding
events into Pop Quizzes.
What will I encounter
when I crest this
hill?.What lies around this
blind curve? Each situa-
tion is a Pop Quiz and he
asks: “Are you going to
pass it”? WOW! I don’t
know about you, but that
really clicked for me.

He is an advocate for con-
tinuing training through-
out our lives—skills get
rusty when they are not
used so he says sign-up
for a training course ear-
ly in the year and learn
something new to use
through the season. Prac-
tice swerving, braking and
cornering—the three skills
that were identified in the
Hurt Study as lacking in
the majority of motorcy-
clist who were involved in
crashes. We do not want
to become complacent
